SYRAH
ROSÉ

The Hess Collection is best known for Mount Veeder Cabernet Sauvignon, yet our experiences grow-
ing vines throughout Napa Valley led us to locations where Syrah excels. This dry Rosé comes from 
three vineyards: the Syrah comes from Block 17 of our Veeder Summit Vineyard and the Stagecoach 
Vineyard (located in the mountains above Napa’s Stags Leap District), while the Petite Sirah comes 
from our Allomi Vineyard in northeast Napa Valley.  Grapes from all of these vineyards were 
sustainably farmed.

WINEMAKER NOTES
Garnet in hue, this wine has aromas of strawberries and dried cherries on the nose, followed on the 
palate by ripe red fruit flavors of cherry and raspberry. Light and refreshing, this dry Rosé shows a 
nice acidity with a smooth, elegant finish. Enjoy chilled.

2009 VINTAGE
The 2009 growing season started out easy with little frost, particularly when compared to 2008. The 
spring and summer weather was moderate - some might say boring because of the absence of heat 
spikes - but ideal for the grapes because it allowed the physiological and sugar ripening of the berries 
to stay in balance. The crop size in most areas was average to above average. Some harvest rain is 
common and we got a good soaking in early October, but the balance of October returned to easy 
days.

FOOD PAIRING SUGGESTIONS
The wine pairs well with salty/sweet combinations like prosciutto, melon and Manchego cheese or 
fresh field greens with raspberry vinaigrette and feta cheese.
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
